        Rules  
	The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of 			Sailing for 2021-2024 (RRS) and the Rules of the International Star Class Yacht Racing 		Association (STCR). The Organizing Authority is the Paw Paw Lake Yacht Club.
                  
2.	Alterations to the Racing Rules
2.1	RRS 32 will be changed to provide that courses will not be shortened.
2.2	RRS 33b will not apply.
2.3	RRS 35 will be changed to provide that boats not finishing within 30 minutes after the first 	boat to finish will be scored “Did Not Finish” without a hearing.
2.4	RRS 62.2 and 66 will be changed to shorten the time for requesting redress and 			requesting that a hearing be re-opened on the last day of racing.
2.5	RRS A4.1 will be changed to provide that a boat failing to check in prior to the warning signal may be scored the same as a boat not starting in that race without a hearing. Changes will appear in full in the sailing instructions. The sailing instructions may also change other racing rules.

3.	Advertising is governed by World Sailing Regulation 20 as stated in RRS 80.

4.	Eligibility and Entry
4.1	Yachts eligible in accordance with STCR 21, 23, 26, 29, and 30 may compete.
4.2	Registration will be at the Club on Saturday 11 September from 0900 to 1100 AM. Skipper’s meeting will follow.

5.	Entry Fee
The entry fee is $90, due by close of registration, and includes boat and trailer parking, launching, hauling, beer tent Friday evening, Saturday night dinner at lake home of Jeff and Lois Phillips, breakfasts at the club, and Sunday Awards at PPLYC with grill out. 
Checks must be drawn on a US bank and made payable to the Paw Paw Lake Star Fleet.

7.	Sailing Instructions
The Sailing Instructions will be available at Paw Paw Lake Yacht Club during registration.

8.	Racing Area
Racing will be conducted on Paw Paw Lake, in the vicinity of Paw Paw Lake Yacht Club.

9.	Courses and Procedures
Courses and procedures will be according to STCR 34.

10.	Scoring
The Low Point Scoring System (RRS A) will apply, except that each boat’s series score will be the total of her races scores with her worst score excluded if more than four races are completed. Five races are scheduled, of which three races will constitute a series.

11.	Berthing and Hauling
	Boats may be berthed at the Paw Paw Lake Yacht Club commencing at 0900 hours on Friday 10 September until the conclusion of racing.

12.	Prizes
12.1	Perpetual Trophies will be awarded according to STCR 24.
12.2	Series prizes will be awarded to the skipper and crew finishing first through third.
12.3	The Paw Paw Lake Star Open Trophy will be awarded the lowest scoring yacht. The State of Michigan Star Championship Philip Quentin Upton Memorial Trophy will be awarded to the lowest scoring Fourth District yacht. The Trophies will remain in the care of the Paw Paw Lake Star Fleet and the Champion Skipper and Crew will have their names added to the Trophies. Individual trophies will be presented to the First through 3rd Place Skipper and Crew.

13.	Insurance
	Proof of marine liability insurance (property and injury) in the amount of $300,000 		covering the person in charge (RRS 46) during this regatta is required.

14.	Disclaimer
The Organizing Authority shall require each competitor to sign a waiver for loss, damage or injury to persons or property occurring in conjunction with the regatta or on the property of Paw Paw Lake Yacht Club. The Organizing Authority, their members, employees, officers and/or agents shall not be responsible for any loss, damage or injury that may occur to person or property whether ashore or at sea as a consequence of the participation of any boat.
