Consideration of the Covid19 Risk by the participants:  

By registering for the International Nice Christmas Regatta 2022, all competitors, as well 

as their teammate, certify that they are aware of the Covid-19 risk, and have taken it 

into account. Each competitor and accompanying person is therefore fully aware of :  

• hygiene and physical distancing measures, known as “barrier gestures”, to be observed 

anywhere and at any time, as well as additional provisions enacted by the French 

Ministry of Sports, and undertakes to respect them,  

• the risk of contamination accentuated by the proximity of another person, in particular 

when sailing on a crewed or double sailboat, or any other situation of proximity of less 

than one meter, without adequate reinforced protection,  

• that despite the implementation of reinforced means of protection, the practice may 

expose you to a health risk, in particular contamination by Covid-19,  

• that despite the measures taken and the means committed, the host establishment, 

the structure/club, cannot guarantee total protection against exposure and contamination 

with Covid-19. It releases the Organizing Authority from any liability in the event of 

contamination,  

• that all these measures aim to preserve the health and physical abilities of the 

competitors, companions and members of the Organizing Authority participating in the 

competition  

In case of a positive Covid test, any participant must withdraw from the competition. 

Anyone who is declared as a contact case must be tested in accordance with the protocol 

in force. Suspected case of COVID 19: A competitor, an accompanying person who 

presents symptoms related to Covid 19, must be tested as soon as possible. If this test is 

positive for COVID19, he must immediately abandon the race / competition and comply 

with the directives of the health authorities. If it does not do so, the protest committee 

may also open an investigation according to RRS 69. 

 
 

1. RULES  

 

1.1 The Organizing Authority is the the District Committee of the ISCYRA in 

accordance with the Club Nautique de Nice  

1.2 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 

(RRS). 

1.3 National prescriptions for foreign competitors are defined in joined appendix 

named “appendix for foreign prescriptions”Insert any document name and where

1.4 STCR 31.1.3 will not apply, no weight checks are planned

2. ADVERTISING  

In accordance with ISAF Regulation 20 (Advertising Code) as modified by the Advertising 

FFVoile Code, boats shall display the advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing

3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY  

3.1. The regatta is open for all Star boats in conformity with Star Class rules (STCR) 21,

• The annual valid and signed FFVoile’s competition licence with health certificate 

and a parents’ permission for the minors,  

• The certification of France Star Class membership for skippers only  

• The measurement form of the boat and rating certificate,  

• A valid authorization of advertising on boat if necessary  

 

Foreign competitors who haven’t got a French licence shall justify their membership of an 

ISAF Member national authority.

6. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS  

Sailing instructions and possible appendix will be available when registration is confirmed 

on December 27th.  

 

7. COURSES  

Courses will be sausage or triangle, accordingly to STCR prescriptions.  

 

8. BERTHING 

Boats shall be kept in their assigned places while they are in the Club Nautique de Nice  

 

9. HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS 

Boats could not be hauled from 27 dec 6PM to 30 dec 11am. Boats shall be hauled 

out during the regatta only to repair damages and only in the Club Nautique de Nice 

crane. With and according to the terms of prior written permission of the Race 

Committee.   

 

 

10. NUMBER OF RACES  

10.1. Three races are required to be completed to validate the regatta.  

10.2. (a) When 3 or fewer than 3 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will 

be the total of her race scores.  

(b) When 4 races or more have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of 

her race scores excluding her worst score.  

 

 

11. PRIZES  

Skippers will be rewarded as follows 

- 1st / 2nd / 3rd / 4th / 5th 

- First woman 

- 1st Exhalted Grand Master (more than 70 years old) 

- 1st Grand Master (more than 60 years old) 

- 1st Master (more than 50 years)  

- 1st junior (under 25 years old) 

- Youngest skipper of the regatta 

 

 

12. RADIO COMMUNICATION  

Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor 

receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to 

mobile telephones.  

 

 

13. RESPONSIBILITY  

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. Decision to race or to 

continue racing is their own responsibility. The organizing authority will not accept any 



liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or 

prior to, during or after the regatta  

 

 

 

14. AUTHORIZATION TO USE NAME AND LOOK  

Taking part in this race, the competitor gives the organization and the race’s sponsors 

authority to use and show, static or moving photos, films or TV recording and all sorts of 

duplication of himself during all the regatta. He also gives authority to use, without 

royalties, his own image on all materials of such event.  

 

15. INSURANCE  

Each foreign competitor who hasn’t a FFVoile licence shall present a certificate of third 

party liability insurance with a minimum cover of 1500 000 euros.  

 

16. “PLAN VIGIPIRATE ” = HARBOR SECURITY RULES 

Each Car and trailor have to be registered with their numberplate. Each competitor and 

crews will have to wear a bracelet of the regatta to enter in the trailors area. Be aware 

that security teams can carry out body searches.

APPENDIX TO FEDERAL PRESCRIPTIONS  

 

FFVoile Prescriptions to RRS 2009 – 2012  

Applying to foreign competitors  

RRS 64.3 (*) :  

Jury may ask the parties to the protest, prior to checking procedures, a deposit covering 

the cost of checking arising from a measurement protest.  

RRS 68 (*) :  

Any claim for damages arising from an incident involving a boat bound by the RRS shall 

be subject to the appropriate courts and will not be considered by the jury.  

RRS 70. 5 (*) :  

In such circumstances, the written approval of the FFVoile shall be received before 

publishing the notice of race and shall be posted on the official notice board during the 

competition.  

RCV 86.3 (*) :  

An organizing authority wishing to change a rule listed in RRS 86.1 in order to develop or 

test new rules shall beforehand submit the changes to the FFVoile, in order to obtain its 

written approval and shall report the results to FFVoile after the regatta. The 

authorization of the FFVoile shall be mentioned in the notice of race, in the sailing 

instructions, and shall be posted on the official notice board during the regatta.  

RRS 88 (*):  

Prescriptions of the FFVoile shall be neither changed nor deleted in the sailing 

instructions, except for competitions for which an international jury has been appointed.  

In such case, the prescriptions marked with an asterisk (*) shall be neither changed nor 

deleted in the sailing instructions. (The official translation of the prescriptions, 

downloadable on the FFVoile website www.ffvoile.org, shall be the only translation used 

to comply with RRS 90.2(b)).  

RRS 91 (*) :  

The appointment of an international jury meeting the requirements of Appendix N is 

subject to prior written approval of the FFVoile. Such notice of approval shall be posted 

on the official notice board during the event.
